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Mayor Marvin called the meeting to order at 6:36 p.m.

WORK SESSION

(In attendance were Mayor Marvin, Trustees Bellitto, Poorman and Barton, Village
Administrator Porr and Village Treasurer Fels.) The Board reviewed the board meeting
agenda, discussed the summer day camp benefit costs, the recently burned Girl Scout Cabin
and the two current parking studies.

At 7:32 p.m., on motion by Trustee Barton and second by Trustee Poorman, the Board
went into executive session to discuss personnel issues and litigation.

On motion of Trustee Bellitto and second by Trustee Poorman, the Board returned to
open session at 8:00 p.m.

POLICE DEPARTMENT AWARD PRESENTATION

Police Chief Downey related details of the excellent police work performed by Police
Officers Murray and Panzarino on November 5, 2005, which led to an arrest of the suspects.
A Certificate of Excellent Police Duty was presented to Police Officer Joseph Panzarino and a
Certificate of Meritorious Police Duty was presented to Police Officer Joseph Murray. Mayor
Marvin thanked the two police officers on behalf of the entire Village.
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Police Officer Joseph Murray and members of the Police Benevolent Association presented
a Certificate of Recognition to Sergeant Robert H. Thorn who was retiring after 24 years of
service on the Bronxville Police Department. Mayor Marvin thanked Sergeant Thorn for his
service to the Village.

MAYOR'S REPORT

Girl Scout Cabin — Mayor Marvin began with the very sad news of the fire at the Girl
Scout Cabin. She said we had just spent the year working with Mrs. Brennan and had put in new
windows, a new bathroom, a handicap ramp, roof repairs, new boiler, and had new doors in the
garage ready to hang. The Village has spent this last week or so securing the site with fencing,
turning off gas and electricity, draining pipes and having the insurance adjusters come and
evaluating the structural integrity of what remains. She said Mr. Pici, who has really worked
extremely hard for the Village and was at the site Christmas Day evaluating the damage, will
speak more in detail during his report. Our duty at this point is to make the entire site safe.

Mayor Marvin reported that she and Mr. Porr met with Fire Chief Grogan on Tuesday and
reviewed all the events of the night. He advised her that it has been determined that the fire may
have been caused by smoking material based on the pattern of burn. This was corroborated by
the county arson task force, which determines cause and origin, and was brought in for a second
independent determination. She said it appears to be a case of a horrible accident.

Mayor Marvin said the Board of Trustees has decided to put together a Citizens
Committee to advise us on the use of the property going forward, both in terms of building
options, looking at community and neighborhood needs and concerns, but also looking at the
operational and maintenance functions surrounding any ideas. For example, the cabin is on a
flood plain which adds a whole set of additional requirements to anything we do there.

Former Mayor Sheila Stein has agreed to chair the committee. Mayor Marvin has asked
Dorothy Brennan to be a member as well as Jim Kroulis, President of the Parkway Road
Association, so he can supply input from the immediate neighbors who will be directly affected by
anything done at the property. These are the first three members we asked and we will fill out the
committee with people representing all facets of the community. For example, we plan to ask a
representative from the High School, to have a teen perspective represented. She said this was
indeed a tragic event for all of us, but it can be an opportunity to end up with an even better result
for the whole Village by bringing good minds together.

Mayor Marvin invited citizens to e-mail her with any thoughts or suggestions. She said we
need community input as we go forward reviewing our options. Mayor Marvin thanked Dorothy
Brennan for all she has done taking care of the Cabin.
